Standard pulling rules and regulations have been revised and will be enforced by the 
Massachusetts Fairs Association Committee for Drawing Rules and Regulations. 
 
No alcohol allowed on the fairgrounds .  Anyone who is caught with alcohol on the 
grounds will be removed from the grounds and banned  from participating in next 
years fair.

Everyone without a pass must pay at the gate. Only tractor driver will be admitted 

at NO CHARGE. No reimbursements will be given. 
 

RULES 
1. Spencer Agricultural Association assumes no responsibility for loss, theft, and/or 

injury. 
2. Entry fee: $5.00 per tractor . 
3. Driver must be at least 16 years old. 
4. Only one driver may drive the same tractor in the same contest. 
5. Driver must not leave the seat of the tractor while it is in motion. 
6. Agricultural four wheel drive tractors allowed with front end disengaged. 
7. Weight of tractor to include driver. 
8. In all classes, each contestant will be allowed 4 minutes for his three tries; time 

starts when rear wheels touch slab; open event will be allowed 5 minutes.   
9. Each contestant will be limited to three tries or three hitches. The boat has to be 

pulled at least 1" to be counted as a try.  TRACTOR MUST KEEP ALL WHEELS 
ON SLAB. 

10. A complete pull is a 6-foot steady movement of the load in a single try. If the pull 
is able to be pinned after 3 seconds, it will be counted as a try and measured.  
No excessive wheel hopping. 

11. The slab will be swept using the provided brooms only by the driver's assistants. 
Each tractor driver may have 3 assistants only during the pull, 1 assistant to do 
the hitching.  If more than 3 people are helping a warning will be issued by the 
Superintendent. If found to be in jeopardy of this rule a second time or thereafter 
the tractor will be charged a try.   

12.  If an assistant steps out of the designated pulling area, he may be replaced by 
another assistant and can only come back if the replacement exits the 10 ft. 
buffer zone. 

13. No tractors will be allowed to sweep, cover, or spray tires. 
14. Each tractor will supply its own clevis. 
15. All classes will hook to a 6 1/2' chain. 
16. Chain must be hooked to the end of a safe draw bar, positioned not to exceed 21 

inches in height for all classes except the top two classes which are not to 
exceed 22 inches in height to the top of the pulling point; with no other 
pressure point when chain is tight . 

17. All draw bars shall NOT be supported by hydraulic arms or covered from vision. 
18. Driver can demand his load be pulled back to the starting position. 
19. NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE PULLI NG AREA 

OR ON THE GROUNDS 
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(Continued) 
20. Tractor must keep all wheels in perimeter of sl ab at all times, even during 

hitching . If a wheel goes off the slab during a pull it wil l be counted as a try, 
but not measured, and the boat will be pulled back to the starting position. 

21.  Winning tractor of each class will be weighed at completion of that class. If 
overweight, it will be disqualified. 

22. Tractors will only be able to enter into a maximum of two weight classes for the 
day; only if they are ready to pull in their drawn position of second round.  If there 
is a tie for first place in the 11,000 lbs. class and higher, there will be a one (1) 
hitch pull off in the same order originally pulled. 

23. Tractors must leave tires in field rotation. 
24. All tractors will be equipped with wheelie bars to extend beyond rear tires and 

strong enough to support the weight of the tractor and to stop tractor from raising 
the front tires more than 3 feet high; and be attached to the tractor, (not part of 
the pulling frame). 

25. No weights will be moved manually while the tractor is in motion. 
26. No weights will be moved after the pulling point is measured; until the tractor has 

made a try.  The pulling point shall be measured every time  prior to a hitch 
beginning with the 9,000 lbs class and higher.  

27. No loose or fixed weights will be allowed in driver’s compartment to interfere with 
proper operation of tractor. 

28. No extensions, including weights, to exceed 3 feet of the tractor. 
29. All decisions will be left to the discretion of the Superintendents. 
30. Superintendents have the right to halt contest at any time when ground or 

weather conditions appear to prevent fair and safe operation. 
31. A Trophy will be given in memory of  Albert “Sonny” Andrews to the winner of 

each class (except Free For All)

RULES 

1. Each tractor must appear factory stock. (Except class D) 
2. Only one driver may drive tractor in the same contest 
3. Driver must be 16 years of age or older to enter. 
4. Each tractor will be allowed three minutes or three tries 
5. No implements, chains, cleats, tracks, etc. allowed 
6. Tractor must be weighed for each class including driver.  Tires may be loaded.  

All weight added must be securely attached to wheels or frame.  All brackets to 
be attached in a safe manner not to interfere with driver or hitching. 

7. Front weights must not exceed 18” forward of the front most position of the 
tractor including weights. 

8. Bolt must be hooked off a safe draw bar using a clevis not to exceed height of 9” 
for 800 lb., 1100 lb., and 1500 lb. classes.  Hitches will be measured to the 
pulling point on clevis where the hook sits. 

9. Tractor must have wheelie bar or bars able to support tractor in class it is entered 
and must not allow front axle to raise more than 14” or tractor will be disqualified. 

10. Driver must stay in seat of tractor (no bouncing). 
11. No locking rear axles or four-wheel drives. 
12. A full pull of 6’ to be done in one pull of a continuous movement.  If bolt stops for 

more than 5 seconds it will be counted as a try. 
13. All rules at the discretion of the judges and superintendents. 
14. All winning tractors will be reweighed. 
15. Slight modifications of rules may be made upon request of fair or pull officials in 

the event of conflict or local pad or bolt conditions. 
16. Copy of rules will be made available at pulling area. 
17. Entry Fee:  $5.00 per tractor per class.
